Beyond Poverty: The Growing Gap 
 



Change between 2001 and 2008 

ÅMore than half of Ontarians make less than 
$30K 

ÅAverage incomes of those under $30K fell 
from $19K to $13K 

ÅAverage incomes of those between 30K and 
$100K almost no increase 

Å10% increase in average incomes of those over 
$100K

Stagnant Wages, Rising Costs 

ÅAverage wage increases now roughly 1.5% 

ÅCPI forecast 3% for 2011, 2.1% of 2012 

 

ÅHousing, PSE and energy prices up most 

ÅElectricity costs in Ontario rose more quickly than 
all jurisdictions except Alberta
